> During the year, YSPP facilitated 107 classroom presentations to 3,284
o middle and high school students and 61 trainings to 1,129 students on

suicide prevention teams. There were a total of 43 teacher trainings
delivered to 1,006 educators and school staff and 28 education nights for
529 parents.

Fifty-five schools submitted implementation plans indicating their intent to
. . conduct a suicide prevention campaign. Field staff provided technical

l - assistance and support to the faculty liaisons as they worked with students
to design and implement their campaigns. The field staff also trained the
students who delivered the classroom presentations to their peers, facilitated training for teachers and
parent groups, and offered assistance to the counselors and principals in the review of their crisis
response plans. The findings from theiradngar reports indicate that the school teams trained 12,710
students through 435 classroom presentations. Collectively their campaigns impacted 24,203 students
schools across the State of Washington.
